
     William Hash was born about 1750 in Maryland.  The family moved to southwest Virginia ( now Grayson County ) and were among the pioneer settlers of that area.  William, his brother Thomas, and their father John were members of Captain William Herbert’s militia when this company was called to do battle at Point Pleasant, Virginia ( now West Virginia ).  This battle, occurring on 10-10-1774, later became known as Lord Dunmore’s War.  Records reflect he and his father are listed on the company roster at this time.   No other information about their participation is available.  His brother Thomas was detailed to Captain Looney’s company to guard against a flanking movement along the Clinch River.  A search of records regarding the Battle of King’s Mountain on 10-7-1780, and the Battle of Guilford Courthouse on 3-15-1781 could not definitely prove any of the three participated in either battle.  Only vague references of “ Captain Osborne ( their new commander ) and his men were at the battles “.  William died about 1818 after being a successful farmer in Grayson County.
