Noah Hallock, 2nd, son Noah Hallock and Bethia Youngs, was born in 1728 in Mt. Sinai (Old Mans), NY and died on 16 December 1812 at age 84 and was buried in Rocky Point, Suffolk County, NY in the Hallock Cemetery, near the intersection of Hallock Landing Road and Culros Drive. Noah married Nancy Hendrickson in 1756 and together they had six children before she died in 1775.

Noah , 2nd. was a Revolutionary War Patriot and signer of the Association on 17 May 1775. He was one of about 400 men from Suffolk who  were in second Brookhaven Company (Captain Ebenezer Miller) in Col. Floyd's 1st Regiment which fought at the Battle of Long Island.  In that Long Island was occupied by the British throughout the war, Noah was a "refugee" to Connecticut until the war's end.   

With the end of the Revolutionary War, men had time for less exciting things than fighting and some turned their attention to religion.  In 1789 Rev. Noah Hallock was instrumental in setting up a reorganized parish, officially known as the First Congregational Church of Brookhaven in Miller's Place, NY
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
